RACE RESULTS
1 Volunteer to do the results before somebody else volunteers.
2 Having volunteered, avoid going out in the committee boat.

3 Position yourself at the club house before the start and

(a) Pick up half a dozen race results forms from the cupboard.
(b) Collect the signing on sheets from the table top and when the first fleet starts return to the box, assuming the OOD intends to finish the race at the box.
4 Start to prepare the RACE RESULTS FORMS using the signing on sheets as a template to allocate the space required for each fleet (allow 2 or 3 extra spaces, in case one or two helms have forgotten to sign on.)  DO NOT ENTER NAMES or BOAT NUMBERS YET.
5 If time allows jot down handicap numbers on SIGNING ON SHEETS, this will save time later.
6 As boats pass between buoy 9 and starting box, the first time round, enter boat and sail number in relevant columns and fleet, on the RESULTS SHEET.

7 When time allows transfer helms name and handicap number to RESULTS SHEET.

8 When OOD arrives enter start times for each fleet and record any boat you see retire.

9
FINISHING.    With the OOD and other helpers record the finishing time of each boat in the handicap fleets but ONLY THE FINISHING ORDER of the boats in the LASER fleets.

10    If time allows between boats finishing, start to work out elapsed times and Corrected       times for the   boats that have finished.  Don’t forget to allow for the difference in starting times of the various fleets.
Laser Fleet. Use a separate sheet for the Lasers, do not record finishing times or differentiate between full rig, radials and 4.7s, it is useful to have a separate helper to record the laser results and third helper to call out class and sail numbers.
